Racing on Final night will also feature the 
$7,000 Squiers Sales & Service Country 
Cup Final and $1,300 Kingsford Hotel 
Graduation. 
 
Patrons on-course will be entertained by 
live music, along with kids rides and face 
painter. Father Christmas will also be 
making an appearance, with goodies for 
the kids. There will also be prizes to be 
won throughout the night.  
This year we are pleased to have the 
Rotary Club of Gawler as a supporter of 
the meeting. They will be collecting a 
gold coin (or note) donation from patrons 
as well as providing a BBQ for patrons. 
* Trainers should note that nominations 
for the Bunyip Gawler Gold Cup Heats 
close at 9.00am today (Thursday 5th 
November) with GRSA. 
 

CLASSIC 2009 PRELUDE (2) FINAL 
Racing at Angle Park this evening will 
feature the Final of the Classic 2009 
Prelude (2). We saw four heats run last 
week, with the winners being Emerley 
Charmer, Cool In Blue, Springvale Dash 
and Springvale Coops. Peter Hurley has 
qualified three tonight in Emerley 
Charmer, Khandi Kist and Emerley Duke. 
Gavin Harris has qualified two in heat 
winners, Springvale Dash and Springvale 
Coops.  
 
Remaining series are the Brian Johnstone 
Memorial on 25th November, 3rd and 10th 
December and the Gawler Classic in 
December. 
 
Tonight’s racing also sees five heats of a 
Grade Five Feature. The $3,500 Final will 
be run next Thursday 12th November.  
 
NEW GAWLER FEATURE EVENTS 
We will be running a couple of new 
feature events at Gawler in December. 
The Club recently announced a new 
supporter in Cairnsy’s Pet Food and 
Fodder of Two Wells, and they will 
support a Grade 5 643m series at Gawler. 
The Heats will be run on Tuesday 8th 
December, with the Final on December 
15th. 
Prizemoney for the Cairnsy’s Pet Food 
and Fodder Final will total $1,750. 
 
Also added to the December calendar 
will be the Scull Murphy Feature on 
Sunday 20th December. This meeting is a 
twilight fixture, which will feature the 
Gawler Classic 2009 Feature Final. 
 
Bob & Deb Isaacson have donated a free 
service to Scull Murphy for the winner of 
the feature. The race will be an SA Bred 
Grade Five event to be run over the 
531m trip and will have total prizemoney 
of $1,500. 
 

OPERATIONS MANAGER’S REPORT 
by Peter Smith 
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GRADING REVIEW PANEL 
The Grading Review Panel met last 
month and the following is a summary of 
items discussed: 
- Veterans Races 
It was reported there was only one race 
since the last meeting. The meeting 
agreed that the current format wasn’t 
working and it was agreed to revert to 
one FFA/Open event per month on a 
Thursday night. This will start from the 
December Calendar. 
- Distance Race Review 
The Panel continues to review the 
numbers of distance races being run. The 
panel discussed paying prizemoney in 
Distance events at Angle Park down to 
eighth. There was discussion on 
encouraging poor quality greyhounds. It 
was agreed that a greyhound should have 
raced or qualified over a distance of 700 
metres or longer. 
The meeting recommended paying 
unplaced prizemoney of $50 for 731m 
races at Angle Park. It was also agreed to 
include a distance event amongst the 
lower grade features. Also to look at an 
extra major feature on the Calendar. 
*The unplaced prizemoney has been 
approved by the GRSA Board.  
- Gawler Short Course Racing 
It reported that the GRSA Board had 
approved a new start for Gawler and it 
would be over 400m. 
There was discussion on the number of 
races that should be run. It was agreed 
that it is important to maintain the 
‘500m’ pool. It was agreed that the 
number of races should be limited, 
possibly one Maiden & one Graduation or 
Grade 5, with some Opens. This will be 
managed by the Grader to grade as 
normal rather than setting exact 
numbers, but two races would be the 
normal guide. However this will depend 
on nomination numbers. It was also 
agreed to set the prizemoney level at 
$850 for Grade 5’s over this distance. 

* The GRSA Board has since approved the 
prizemoney level of $700 for Maidens to 
$850 for Grade 5’s. Excess prizemoney 
from this will be used on other Gawler 
events.   
- Bitches Races 
A submission suggested that bitches only 
races be included on the calendar. It was 
agreed that they should be run and it was 
suggested we program Grade 5 and Open 
bitches races, with 2 per month. It was 
also noted that Bob Isaacson has offered 
a service to Scull Murphy and this is to be 
placed on a feature bitches event. 
- SA Bred Graduations 
A Submission proposed that an SA Bred 
greyhound that has won a Grade 5 event 
be restricted to SA Bred Graduations. 
The members felt that the new 
Graduation policy had only come in 
recently and at this stage they did not 
wish to make any changes. A Review of 
the new Guidelines would be undertaken 
and the comments would be noted. 
- Handling of Grade One Greyhound on 
the Order of Preference 
A submission expressed concern over 
Grand Rule not gaining a Monday start in 
an Open despite having won at his last 
APM start. That start was before a series 
of unplaced runs at other ‘tracks’. The 
Panel discussed the options and in 
particular whether the grader could use 
Graders Discretion in this case. However 
it was agreed that the greyhound’s 
recent form had meant that the grader 
had acted correctly. 
It was agreed that if the greyhound was 
having trouble gaining a start, then there 
were other avenues open for gaining a 
run. 
- Mixing of Graduations and Grade Fives 
The option on mixing Graduations and 
Grade 5’s, had been discussed when 
introducing the new Graduation policy.  
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The idea would mainly help country 
tracks, to ensure that greyhounds are 
given a chance to win their graduations. 
There was a question whether the 
guidelines would allow it; it was agreed 
they would, similar to a 
Maiden/Graduation event. The meeting 
supported the introduction of mixed 
Graduation/Grade 5’s. 
* This has been approved by the GRSA 
Board. 
- Grading Interstate Greyhounds  
The Grader explained the process of 
initialising interstate greyhounds, and 
some of the history of this. He then 
explained how Tomic was nominated and 
initialised as a Grade 5 for Angle Park 
making him eligible for a Graduation. He 
didn’t get a start that night, but he was 
now a Grade 5 at APK. Subsequently he 
won a Grade 5 at The Meadows, but was 
still eligible for a Graduation at APK, 
because he had been initialised as a 
Grade 5. 
If not already initialised, normally a 
greyhound above Grade 5 interstate 
would be made that grade in SA and not 
eligible for a Graduation. 
It was agreed that in future if an 
interstate greyhound has a grade 
initialised, that it should only take effect 
if it gains a start. If it doesn’t start, the 
initialisation should be reversed. *Again 
this has been approved by the GRSA 
Board. 
 
ANGLE PARK 515M BOXES 
The new 515m boxes were installed last 
Friday morning. There were some issues 
with the starting mechanism for the 
timer. Steriline were able to correct this 
problem and the new boxes were in 
operation this week. 
The old boxes will be used for the new 
400m start at Gawler.
