SCULL MURPHY RETIRES

Champion SA greyhound Scull Murphy has
been retired. Trainer Bob Isaacson has
advised that the greyhound has been
diagnosed with a hock injury following
his win last Thursday night at Angle Park.
As a result, Scull Murphy’s great career
comes to an end after his 80" race start.

While it is disappointing that injury has
ended his racing days, his win last week
was perhaps a fitting end to his career.
He was slow out and last early in the
strong six dog field, but he finished
powerfully over the second half of the
515m journey to record his 35" victory at
Angle Park.

His record shows that overall he won 42
of his 80 starts, with a further 21
placings. He finishes with career earnings
of over $133,000 and many feature wins.
He was the 2007 SA greyhound of the
Year and only missed out on the 2008
title by a single vote behind Quinton
Bale, despite an injury interrupted year.

Whelped in February 2005, “The Scull”
managed to maintain his high standard
right until his retirement. In fact many
might say he achieved his finest results in
2009. Back in January, he downed
Australia’s top rated greyhound El Galo,
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completely on merits, in The Advertiser
Interstate Challenge.

They met again in the Sky Channel
Adelaide Cup two weeks later and while
Scull Murphy went down, it was only by a
neck and it will be remembered as one of
the truly great Group One clashes.

Scull Murphy has already had success as a
sire and will hopefully get more
opportunities at stud; no doubt he will
have a lifelong home with the Isaacsons.
He was one of the most popular
greyhounds ever to grace Angle Park.

GAWLER TWILIGHT THIS SUNDAY -
RIVERLAND SUPPORTED

We have drawn together a strong ten
race program for Gawler on Sunday.

EFFECTIVE 1 JULY 2009

Greyhound Racing SA Ltd’s policy with
regard to the provision of credit to
trainers is as follows -

e Statements will be issued where
balances are outstanding. Payment
will be required within terms of
statement date.

e Trainers who have not paid their
accounts within the terms of
statement date, will be advised
that if payment in full is not
received within 14 days, no further
nominations will be accepted from
the defaulting trainer.
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e To be reinstated to the nomination
process, trainers will be required
to make payment in full. Upon
receipt of payment in full,
reinstatement will be immediate.

e Where a cheque (or credit card
payment) tendered by a trainer is
dishonoured, the matter will be
referred to the Chairman of
Stewards, and no further business
will be conducted with the
defaulting trainer until otherwise
informed by the Chairman of
Stewards, and all fees incurred by
Greyhound Racing SA are
recovered.
