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are sensitive to low blood oxygen content 
and will release EPO when oxygen is low.  
EPO stimulates the bone marrow to 
produce more red blood cells (to increase 
the oxygen carrying capacity of the 
blood). Artificial EPO was designed n 
1989 to help people with kidney diseases 
that were chronically anemic.  
 
The use of EPO is believed to increase 
oxygen absorption, reduce fatigue and 
improve endurance by increasing the rate 
of red cell production. It is also believed 
that EPO increases the metabolism and 
the healing process of muscles because 
the extra red cells carry more oxygen 
and nutrients. 

Thirdly, RASL have kindly agreed to 
refine processes on the detection of:  

 Synacthen (ACTH) also commonly 
known as “Hydrocortisone”, and 

 Injectable hydrocortisone 
(SoluCortef)  

 
Today, GA Chairman Jan Wilson stated,
